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Month of the Immaculate Heart:

The month of August is dedicated to the Immaculate Heart. Since the 16th century
Catholic piety has assigned entire months to special devotions. The month of August is
traditionally dedicated to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. The physical heart of Mary is
venerated (and not adored as the Sacred Heart of Jesus is) because it is united to her
person and is the seat of her love (especially for her divine Son), virtue, and inner life.

Such devotion is an incentive to a similar love and virtue.

The Blessed Virgin Mary is the most perfect example of Christian perseverance, but she is also our advocate in
heaven where she is crowned Queen of Heaven and Earth. Mary is the "Mother of Perpetual Help*.

"No one who has fled to her protection is left unaided" is the claim of the Memorare of St. Bernard. Heretics have
returned to the faith by the prayers of her Rosary, first preached by St. Dominic in the twelfth Century, and hearts
have been converted by the graces received while wearing her Miraculous Medal, promoted by St. Maximillian
Kolbe and adopted as the "badge" for the Pious Union he founded. Hail, holy Queen, Mother of Mercy, our life, our

We must pray EVERY DAY....1. We can pray in
our own words, just as they come forth from our
heart. Or we can say some prayer which has set
words, such as the Our Father. 2. We can pray
vocally — that is with our minds but also using
words out loud; or else we can pray interiorly —
that is with our minds only, not saying any words
out loud. 3. We can also pray by reading slowly
and thoughtfully some passage from Holy
Scripture; we can imagine some event in the life of
our Lord; we can look at some holy picture; we
can admire the works of God in nature and talk to
him about any of these things. Prayer of this kind
we call “meditation”.. When we make the stations
of the cross or say the Rosary we ought to be
meditating.

When we pray our minds must be upon God. We
must remember to whom we are speaking and
must think of what we say. Then we will be
praying attentively.

When we are praying we must remember that God
is or Lord and our Creator, and that we are sinful

and weak creatures who depend entirely upon His
grace.. Then we will be praying humbly.

Prayer unites us with God, strengthens us against
evil, and wins us rich graces, especially the grace
of remaining true till the end.
