As we meditate on the readings today, 
let’s ask the Lord to help us be vigilant 
against everything that distracts us 
and separates us from Him.  Let’s not 
let our eyes wander where they do not 
belong.  Let’s not touch things that will 
cause us to sin.  Let’s remain true to 
our ultimate goal in Christ – to be holy 
and to serve his Church. WAU 

     “Money is a necessary evil,” many people say.  

But money is not bad in itself; it is God’s gift.  It is not 

even evil to possess it.  But it is greed and ambition 

that distracts and leads us into sin. 

     There have been Kings and rich people who were 

pleasing in the eyes of God. Solomon, though he was 

very rich, prayed to God for more wisdom, rather than 

wealth.  He prayed for wisdom to know God and to 

love Him more and more.  Wisdom, he realized, was 

precious, worth more than gold and silver.  The 

Kingdom of God connotes eternal life.  Jesus 

confirmed that this is worth more than anything else, 

just as Solomon regarded wisdom as something 

which surpasses all wealth. 

     In the rich young man’s case he had to renounce 

all in order to gain eternal life.  Some may say that 

words of Jesus are meant rather for the ‘religious’ 

and not for ‘me’.  Some of us say, ‘Oh, I am not rich; 

Jesus does not mean me’.  Others say, ‘Jesus means 

the rich, and they deserve to be damned.’  Still others 

might say, ‘Jesus demands are too hard!’  But the 

question remains:  “Who can be saved?” 

     But Jesus reassures us, salvation is offered to us 

as a gift and our part is to joyfully and gratefully 

accept it.  Jesus wants us to remember that, in our 

problems and difficulties, we are never alone.  He is 

always with us.  The power within us is always 

greater than the problems before us!
