As we meditate on the readings 
today, let’s ask the Lord to help us be 
vigilant against everything that 
distracts us and separates us from 
Him.  Let’s not let our eyes wander 
where they do not belong.  Let’s not 
touch things that will cause us to 
sin.  Let’s remain true to our 
ultimate goal in Christ – to be holy 
and to serve his Church. WAU 

     Is it not unreasonable to sacrifice all our 

money?  Should we blindly believe that God will give 

us everything by doing nothing?  It is primarily an 

inner, healthy attitude that Jesus demands. We 

should not measure the value of life – our own, 

others, and of the world – in terms of money.  The 

real value of money must be reckoned in terms of 

love and service.  Our relation to God and to others 

should depend on love and service, not on 

money.  We can never do enough for God.  We 

should give Him our whole heart.  What is our 

priority – God or money? 

     In the Gospel we see a selfless trust in the widow 

who gives all that she possesses, not to make a 

show, but to dedicate herself wholly to God, 

because she knows God is the source of all that is 

good.  She knows it is not money that would save 

her, but God Himself.  What she has to possess is 

God and the “treasure in heaven”, and not 

perishable goods here on earth.  She puts herself 

into the hands of God unconditionally.  So Jesus 

said to the astonishment of all: “This poor widow has 

put more in, all she had to live on”. 

     God counts not the greatness of our works, but 

the selflessness of love, the purity of our 

intentions.  The poor widow did as Jesus did, giving 

all she had as a gift.  That made her great before 

Jesus, and an example to us all.
