When the word ñKingò is used, the first impression that 
comes to mind is sense of authority, dominion and    
subjugation – especially when speaking from our daily 
human perspectives. But when this term is applied to 
Christ the meaning has a total different understanding. 
First, our Lord, Jesus Christ made it clear to his apostles 
that the one who is the greatest among them should be 
the servant. What a big contradiction to what the world 
is used to. Jesus also used himself as an example, when, 
after they had assembled for the Last Supper, he took 
towel and bowl of water and washed their feet and dried 
them. This gesture is both realistic as itôs symbolic.  
Never before Jesusô public appearance had any leader of 
the people: the Scribes, Pharisees or Sadducees had ever 
humbled themselves to lift even a load to help the poor, 
but here our Messiah gives a radical meaning to      
Kingship. The apostles must not only be jolted, but 
would have had no options than to follow in the        
footsteps of their Master. 

Today, we have presidents and leaders of many nations 
lording it over their subjects, some even gone as far as 
fighting God, bypassed the Bible and replaced it with 
their human ideologies.  This is tragic, because no    
mortals should assume the role of the Divine. As faithful 
Catholics and Christians, are we ready to change our 
sense of arrogance and pride and accept the humble   
position of nothingness, since only God is the true King? 
Are we ready to stand and defend the Faith we are so 
privileged to receive through the spilling of the blood of 
our savior, Jesus Christ? The options are left for us to 
choose. When Christ said to Pilate, my kingdom is not 
of this world, if it was, my angels would not have      
allowed me to be handed over to you, and therefore, my 
kingdom is not of this world. This simply speaks about 
the kingship of Christ: which are authority over death, 
sin and ability to reconcile you and me to His heavenly 
Father. 

On this Solemnity of the Christ the King of the         
Universe, as the readings indicated, the Holy Mother 

Church comes to the end of the 2016 Liturgical Calendar 
Year. We thank God for such a blessing for us to witness 
the end of the Liturgical year.

A "Sacrificial Gift" 
 

How can I determine how much is 

a "sacrificial gift"? One way to de-

termine a sacrificial gift is by relat-

ing your gift to your income. Some 

people reach into their pocket to 

see what is left from Saturday 

night.  
 

As a good steward, you are being 

asked to consider donating one 

hour (2 1/2%) or two hours (5%) of 

your weekly income. As circum-

stances change, increase gradual-

ly toward the ideal of 10% to your 

church and other charities. Some 

will be able to do more while others 

may need to do less.  
 

There are two important points: 

first is that your gift be a sacrifice 

and second is that you relate your 

donation to your income. If your 

income is $1000/week or $4333/

month then a weekly sacrificial gift 

would be 2.5% = $25, 5% = $50 

and 10% = $100.
