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How could a baby in a manger preach the Gospel of his earthly
ministry, for which he was born to the world without uttering a
word? This is evidence of the divinity of Christ and a confirma-
tion of Isaiah@ prophesy, & SK2ft RX GKS @A NH
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God is with us.€ The homage to the baby Jesus by the three wise
men, (The Magi) is a testimony that God is with us indeed, be-
cause the star can be seen by all people of the world. The im-
portance of the homage by the pagan kings from East, must be
examined in the light of the fact that, not even the Jewish King
Herod, knew about the birth of our Savior, but this mystery was
made known to kings outside the Jewish milieu. So, what is the
significance of the pagan kings and their gifts to the baby Jesus?
— Gold, Frankincense and Myrrh, presented to the baby Jesus in
the manger by Balthazar, Gaspar, and Melchior. They represent
the kinship of Christ, his priesthood and the passion he would
undergo.

In the manger, baby Jesus, who is God, presents himself as the
Savior and Messiah of the Universe. At his birth, he threw his
arms wide open as he would on the cross of Calvary, that He has
come not as the earthly king who has their territorial limits, but
as a loving King come to redeem all men and women from the
eternal damnation. He was born to appease His Heavenly Father,
which no one else could do after the sin of disobedience by our
fore-parents — Adam and Eve.

Epiphany brings the visit of the three wise men to the front and
center of the mission of our Savior. All nations shall be blessed in
Him. He stands at the door of every creature knocking on our
door patiently waiting for us to open the door, so that he could
come in and be our guest. A guest who will turn his visit into our
salvation. Our Blessed Mother indeed is blessed to bear the Sav-
ior of the world and witness the visit of these three kings; Jo-
seph, the Star, the Shephard, and even the lambs had a great
honor to be part of this manifestation.

This grace comes
through the sanctifying grace, which comes from God through
the pouring of water on our heads or through the emersion in-
side water by proclaiming the dTrinitarian Formulaé — In the
name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. As |
earlier mentioned rituals and signs are the visible signs of the
invisible Reality (God). Here we have water that is a symbol that
cleanses, and the sign of the Trinitarian Formula.

As Baptism takes away the original sin, it is the foundational to
all sacraments, and makes us the adopted sons and daughters of
God. The baptism is for us, the sinners. But Jesus humbly
submitted himself to John the Baptist in order to show us the
way.
